DATING

QUICK RECAP FROM LAST WEEK:

According to Tosafot, the restriction on unfair competition applies only where
the item can be purchased elsewhere, even if this entails "/making an effort”.

Rashi argues and maintains, that even with regard to a gift and to acquiring
ownerless property [which cannot be gained elsewhere], one is called a rasha,
because another person is trying to acquire it, and it is considered as though the
second person is taking it from the first.
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The concept of ani ha‘mehapech be’chararah, goes beyond the ordinary concept of
property and applies to all forms of competition.

In this section, we will see how the idea is applied to the realm of shidduchim - dating for
marriage. Observant Jews meet prospective spouses through arranged dates, in which
they meet someone to determine if they have found their soul mate. The question of ani
ha’'mehapech be’chararah is, whether it is permitted to date someone, who is currently
dating someone else.

Consider the following case:

Several people, independently had approached David over the past few months,
suggesting that he date Rachel. They all praised her and described her as having the
attributes he has been searching for in a wife. David decided to go for it, but then
heard back that Rachel is presently dating someone else. In fact, he heard that the
relationship has been moving forward nicely over the past couple of weeks.

A few days later, David received an email inviting him to the Mosteins, coincidentally
cousins of Rachel, for Shabbat. They would like the couple to meet informally during
Friday night dinner, and perhaps take a walk after dessert. David is in a quandary. He
would like to meet Rachel, but is it appropriate under the circumstances, knowing she
is dating someone else?

What should David do:
Wait with meeting Rachel, until she stops seeing the other fellow?

Go ahead and meet Rachel anyway?
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Mishnafi The Mishnah discusses several cases involving two men who seek to betroth
the same woman:

Gemara The Gemara cites the Mishnah’s first law, and a Baraisa that elaborates upon it:

AND BETROTH so-and-so to me” [and the one sent to carry out the betrothal instead went and

betrothed her to himself. . .]. Xdn — Concerning this, it was taught in a Baraisa: nmwyw im

MY — WHAT [THE AGENT] DID IS DONE, NIN®R1 AN 12 AMW NXYX — BUT HE DEALT WITH [THE

SENDER] DECEITFULLY, and his conduct is to be condemned.

The Gemara comments:
111 XN — And as for our Tanna [the author of our Mishnah], he too subscribes to this
view, MNR12 797 UNpT M1 797 — for the word “halach,” went, that [our Tanna] also

teaches, " implies that [the agent] “went deceitfully.” We see, then, that our Tanna too,

views the agent’s conduct as reproachful.
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The Gemara relates an incident that seems to involve the kind of deceptive conduct
mentioned above:
Mm% xnmx mS wrpb 5k xTon 27 — Ravin Chasida traveled to a certain place to
betroth a woman for his son. mwn1y Y™y — When he arrived there, however, he
betrothed [the woman] to himself.

The Gemara asks:
Xunim — But concerning this sort of conduct, we learned in the Baraisa: nwy nwyw m —
WHAT [THE AGENT] DID IS DONE, NIN®7 A1 12 AW XPX — BUT HE DEALT WITH [THE SENDER]
DECEITFULLY! How, then, can we understand this great sage acting in such a reprehensible
manner?

The Gemara answers:
mYm) mam X% — When Ravin approached the family of the woman, they did not consent to
his request that they give her to [his son]. It was therefore not inappropriate for Ravin to
betroth her to himself.

The Gemara, however, protests:
wrnikb mb sk — Still, [Ravin] should have informed [his son] of the family’s
reluctance before betrothing the woman himself! Why did he not at least do this?"

The Gemara responds:
A9 WIpn RIINX WMIR KNX DM OTIX 120 — [Ravin] thought that in the meantime,
another man might come and betroth her, and therefore, he hurried to complete the
betrothal as quickly as possible.

A second incident pertaining to this theme:

The Gemara asks:
NuNT — But concerning this sort of conduct, we learned in the Baraisa: nwy nwyw i —
WHAT [THE AGENT] DID IS DONE, NIN®7 A1 13 AW N9X — BUT HE DEALT WITH [THE SENDER]
DECEITFULLY! How, then, can we understand how Rav acted in such a reprehensible manner?
The Gemara replies:
mY mi1 M5x7 XaRk2 — The land that Rabbah bar bar Chanah sought to buy was situated in
a plain dominated bv powerful men. 123 112 21711 315 — [These men] treated Rav with

deference, 7123 M2 23 XY M 12 72 12715 — but they did not treat Rabbah bar bar
Chanah with deference, and would not have allowed the latter Sage to purchase land next
to them. Thus, since Rabbah bar bar Chanah was prevented from buying the land in any
case, it was not inappropriate that Rav bought it for himself.

The Gemara, however, protests:
wrniRb mb Wk — Still, [Rav] should have informed [Rabbah bar bar Chanah] of the
situation before buying the land for himself! Why did he not do this?

The Gemara answers:
A9 PPAT RPN WK RNK DT DTIX 120 — [Rav] thought that in the meantime, another
man might come and buy [the land]; therefore, he hurried to complete his purchase as
quickly as possible.
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Tosafot asks on the case of the Mishna,
what is the ”chiddush”, of course she
should be married to the guy who
married her, which is the messenger?

Tosafot answers; the Mishna is going on
a case which the messenger told her at
the time of marriage that he was sent
on a mission and then he said “you are
betrothed to me". Now, it's not clear
who me, is intended for; it could be that
he is saying it on behalf of the sender;
the “chiddush" is that it's going on the
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messenger.

in the realm of commerce, is termed a
rasha.

The gemara calls him a ramai by marriage and a rasha by purchasing land. The Rambam
calls him a rasha by both.

Inruling this halachah, the Rambam draws a parallel between datingand making a purchase.

It might follow, that just as it is forbidden to compete unfairly for a purchase, it is likewise
forbidden to compete unfairly for a date.

We have a %732: Whenever Shulhan Aruch quotes two opinions and one is a “Dnix w” and
the other is not, we follow the nno and not the “onix w”. This rule is called: na%n ,w' ono
DNOoI.

So, who's the - ono Rashi; even if he can't go elsewhere, he is still considered a rasha.

That means that the bottom line is: if Shimon is affecting Reuven'’s life, whether
Shimonisinvolved with buying an item or procuring an ownerlessitem, itis forbidden
for Reuven to get involved.
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The principle of unfair competition doesn’t apply to dating.

The Tur and the Shulchan Aruch do not
write that he is called a rashai, because
they maintain that for gifts and finds he
is not called a rasha, and marriage is no
worse than this.

Rambam, however, maintains, that he
is called a rasha for all matters of unfair
competition. But if he did not appoint
him as an envoy, but only told him
that when you go there Jfor your own
reasons[, betroth a certain woman on
my behalf, and he went and betrothed
her for himself, this remains deception,
because herelied on him. Yetitseemsto
me that in this case, even the Rambam
will concede that he is not termed a
rasha; only a ramai.

Aruch Hashulchan further postulates, that the Rambam'’s ruling that the prohibition
of unfair competing applies even to dating, is limited to a case where a person was
sent as an envoy, to wed a woman for somebody else. An envoy is sent on trust, and
betraying that trust is an act of wickedness. However, when the person is not sent as
an envoy, he is not called wicked for getting in ahead of somebody else.

Its not clear how he says that Shulchan Aruch holds he is not a rasha, when the Shulchan Aruch clearly states that

he is a rasha. He must be referring to the Rama who follows Tosafot’s opinion.

Marriage is different, and even Rashi
concedes that the second person is
not a rasha. Even according to Rashi,
who explains that the restriction of ani
ha’'mehapech is, even when the bread
is ownerless. We can distinguish and
say, that concerning betrothal there is
no restriction, because of the mitzvah
of [getting married for the purpose of]
reproduction.
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Question: Rueven, wanted a certain girl;
he was told that the family was looking
into someone else at the current
moment. If he would mention his name,
they would prefer him over the other; is
he allowed to suggest himself or, is that
like someone having something and
you taking it away from him.

Answer: The only time there is an issue
withgoingaftersomethingthatsomeone
is eyeing s, if It's a common item that he
can find elsewhere. However, finding a
rabbi, a spouse, no two people are the
same; for that reason you may put your
name in. But all agree, that there has to
be a point in time where we say, back
off she is designated to this guy.
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However, Rav Moshe Feinstein rules, that the general principles of ani ha’'mehapech
be’chararah does apply to matters of dating, and that if the two sides have already agreed

to become engaged, the concept of unfair competition will apply.

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If they have already decided to complete
the shidduch, yet have not yet gone
through the formal procedures with
which the shidduch is completed.
The halachah will depend on the law
of ownerless property and gifts; it is
proper for a God-fearing person to heed
the last opinion, which is the opinion of
Rashi.

If the acquisition or the writing of
the tena'im [a formal declaration of
betrothal] was made, it is forbidden for
the sides to retract [without legitimate
cause], and it is certainly forbidden for
others to court her.

Ani ha’'mehapech be’chararah will apply
only if a shidduch is virtually closed,
meaning that the prospective couple
has already met a number of times,
and it seems nearly certain that the
shidduch will reach completion. If,
however, a prospective shidduch has
not yet reached its final stages, it is not
prohibited for someone else to meet
the young woman or man on a date.
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Returning to the case at hand, we can thus say that if Rachel has not reached the final
stages of her present shidduch, it will be permitted for David to meet her at the Mosteins. If,
however, Rachel’s present shidduch has reached its closing stages, and is only waiting for a
formal declaration of engagement; David should not meet her until the present shidduch
is resolved.

SUMMARY OF PART Il

The concept of unfair competition applies beyond the world of commerce, and can be
implemented in all instances of competition.

One such field is dating: a person should not “snatch” a date from somebody else. A
date is of course something unique, and no two human beings are the same, parallel to
an ownerless item that cannot be obtained elsewhere. Nonetheless, one should still be
stringent in the matter. Yet, as with regular commerce, the restriction only applies where
the parties are nearly ready to become engaged.

The full restriction of ani ha’'mehapech be’chararah does not apply to dating, because
each date is a unique individual, and one can't assume that a similar person will be found
elsewhere. Nonetheless, one should act stringent and refrain from “snatching a date” from
somebody else, which is considered improper conduct.

After somebody closes a shidduch, it is certainly forbidden to approach one of the parties
with another proposal; because it is forbidden on their part to break the shidduch without
legitimate cause.

It is likewise forbidden to act deceptively in the realm of dating, just as in the realm of
commerce.
