Gemara The Gemara cites a Baraisa which elaborates on the Mishnah’s first ruling:

The Gemara inquires:

Hom i N1 — From where are these matters derived?

1327 1NT — For the Rabbis taught in a Baraisa: "0 py> mawn” — The Torah
commands: You shall DWELL in the succah, which implies that you shall dwell in the succah IN
THE MANNER THAT YOU RESIDE IN your regular home throughout the rest of the year.”

The Gemara asks:
MY — Is one indeed required to engage in analyzing the Torah while in the Succah? =nx
the Mishnah should be done in the succah; ma‘?‘;t_n;:n 72 "IN — but analyzing the Tor
can be done outside the succah. ' This is in direct conflict with the Baraisa, which s¢
that one should engage in Torah analysis in the succah!”®

The Gemara answers:
RXWwp XY — There is no difficulty: This Baraisa does not contradict Rava’s statement. .
nMya X1 v1ana — This Baraisa [refers to] reviewing a matter which he has alrea
clarified. Since the matter has already been explicated and he is merely repeating it
remember it, he must do so in the succah. But this ruling of Rava [refers to] analyzing
matter which had not been previously clarified. Since this type of study requires to

immersion, he may study outside the succah if he chooses.””
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The Gemara provides an example of these different types of study:

Another ruling by Rava regarding how one should dwell in the succah:

taken outside the succah after use.” xn55vmn =2 5w xaynm — Items such as an
earthenware jug "and a pail of water'® should be kept outside the succah, "' xaqun
xn%%vna — but a lamp © may be placed in the succah. xn55vnn "2 % ™nx) — But

others say that such a lamp must be placed outside the succah. 255 X5 — And [these
rulings] do not disagree with one another. Rather, 19113 112102 X1 — this ruling permitting
such a lamp in the succah [refers to] a large succah; mvp 2102 X1 — whereas this
ruling that forbids it [refers to] a small succah. "

The Gemara explains the next ruling of the Mishnah:
QMY 1T — IF RAIN HAD FALLEN into the succah, he may leave the succah if the rain is
sufficient to ruin the porridge."” xan — A Baraisa taught: 102 5w nopna naonwn — He
is exempt WHEN THE RAIN IS SUFFICIENT TO RUIN A PORRIDGE made OF SPLIT BEANS.

An incident related to the Mishnah’s ruling:

[Abayel: "XnyT X1K1 1173 * 119 — For me, since I am a fastidious person, Y mmonw m>3
"% ma nopn — the splinters falling into my food are as annoying to me as a rainfall that is
sufficient to ruin the porridge.

A related Baraisa:
1221 110 — The Rabbis taught in a Baraisa: 12102 52ix 1 — If one was eating in a
succah oMW 1M — and it began raining, 71" — so he descended from the succah,"
and continued his meal in his house; INTIWDP MMMPW Ty NiGY5 INIX Pamvn PR — even if it
stops raining, we do not trouble him to ascend back into the succah until he finishes
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One must eat, drink and sleep in a '2V"53IN0 M0
sukkah, all seven days morning and
night. Sleepingis a bit stricter thateven a
nap should be done in the sukkah, while
eating a snack can be done outside the
sukkah. A snack is anything less than 2
ounces of bread.

Pots and pans
should be left out of the sukkah, for it
is not appropriate to bring them to the
dinning room.

One should not wash dishes etc. in
the sukkah. It is permitted to smoke
in the sukkah. Washing hands is also
permitted.

If your sleeping in the house, then you
should also light the candles inside.
